· Money could use a lump sum for support for holiday

· More choice of service provider

· More support to commence new activities. Confidence built.

· People having control

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THE BAD           

· Overheads: holiday pay, sickness, insurance, adverts, food for personal assistance including laundry, tax, double/treble time for bank holiday. Might not cover all business cost

· Will there be enough new to effect real change and real choice?

· Some people could not manage money on their own – they would need to have someone to manage their money
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· Payroll costs

· Needs enough support for it to work and money to start up (costly) – to look at plan/self assessment

· Needs effective advocacy/support/brokerage – this may be on-going
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People could spend their money unwisely: alcohol, holiday

· What happens when plans change suddenly?

· People could be financially abused by other people (ie: outside and staff)

· If an agency is employed to support/manage the budget, how “in control” is the person and how different is it really?
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Will carers be available? 2 hours there and there

· Emergency cover: who? (Social services, emergency line)

· Parents as employers: personal impact

· Existing service users may not meet the criteria

· Most vulnerable people unable to manage their own budget – possibly leading to abuse

· Are carers needs taken into consideration?


· More ground floor training and be more definite about future happenings

· No rules, no regulations, no procedures – might not work
