HCC Learning Disabilities Strategy for the future – in response to Valuing People Now. April 1st may be the start date for consultation event.
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LDDF BIDS

Meeting chaired by Adrian Thorne. 

A £20,000 sum was put aside as a contingency fund. 

Advocacy has been historically had around £200,000 – there’ll be a review this year to look at areas, demography etc to ensure equity.

Each LIG has been allocated £8000 for communication. 

The SW LIG have not spent all of this year’s allocation (until April). 

LDDF bids: Organisations which were successful in their applications for funding, need to put in an invoice around April 1st and not before.

Ethnic minority bid was successful but the amount is not yet agreed.

Children’s Services were successful with their extended school’s co-ordinator programme. They will be doing presentation at next P/B meeting.

Stars in the Sky – “dating” for people with learning disabilities, however much of their work is about friendship groups and there is also a pen pal scheme, so there is scope for different kinds of relationship. Received £36,000 to set up in Hampshire – it is relatively easy to work in the cities, Portsmouth and Southampton but as Hampshire has given funding, we should be interesting them in our area if there is a need.

PCP Co-ordinator’s post to be funded by Adult Services.

Signposts social enterprise bid was not successful although Adult Services will work with them.

A PCP network has now developed – there are three new facilitators and two part time facilitators in the Andover/Winchester region have also been funded. We will have one facilitator in for Romsey, Eastleigh and New Forest. Jobs will be advertised on the PCP website.

Eastleigh advocacy Project’s training team successful

EAP’s Young person’s group successful, they are advised to link in with Childrens Services.

Day services brokerage successful.

In other areas there were interesting bids: SE LIG bid: School/university inclusion project.  To go into schools to inform students about learning disabilities and the difficulties faced by people who have them.

A Course in recruitment/selection of carers for people with learning disabilities who have direct payments or self directed support.
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All the LIGS seem to be co-operating and sharing problems more. We had a useful discussion about the difficulties of running a LIG.
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And to clarify limits. Will be looking at LDDF bids - how to make approaches and make people more accountable. 

Looking to involve carers and service users more. Possibly set up separate groups -service users’ parliament.

The LIG is a good group but needs more focus and structure. 

Mr Kinsey said we need more communication.

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VALUING PEOPLE NOW DISCUSSION

Need to collect responses before the end of March. (Deadline for submissions March 28). Mark Ellynn collated our responses.

· Are people who are in the independent sector included in this? They should be.

· Do you agree we should identify a smaller number of priorities?

· How are the priorities chosen?

· How are they broken down – each priority links to another infrastructure e.g. freedom of choice in housing links to transport difficulties.

Some issues are lumped together at the back of questionnaire but are actually important.

Awareness and communication-need to be able to access information. How do people know about services and keep on knowing?

What’s involved with the better health? Does primary care trust need to be involved in this?

Facilitate GP’s presence at health action plan meetings by making it financially viable.

Who’s going to check that these actions are being carried out?

Transition from learning to working difficult.

Quite a few people with learning disabilities fall outside of the eligibility criteria.
