New consultation re “Self Directed support model for F/E Need to respond as not sure how LD fits with this.

CB. Working with schools re transition to college – year 11 one day a week in college- present group of F/T learners coming back for second year.

There are 50 units in ASDAN – offering 6 this year now at entry level 1 – work in small groups with support.  Work readiness course to meet individual needs.

PCP - How to meet needs – to commission services,  create opportunities for people who can not meet level 3 qualification for college course in e.g. car mechanics/building etc.

Complex needs – still have a service but it is not always 5 days.

Travel training is required for people living at home to access community facilities – who will fund?  Direct Payments form Adult Services?

Answer may be commissioning and set up something locally – meaningful activities – Small Business set up grant for “Day opportunities”

SC – Direct Payments to get people into work could be an option.
